09-41 Town of Catskill, Approve:  Special Use Permit/Site Plan regarding the expansion of a mobile home park on Vedder Road.  On a motion by Mr. Poelker, seconded by Mr. Dymond, and with all in favor, members approved the referral with the standard local concerns disclaimer:

If space limitations do not allow for safe parking, other options should be considered - such as written agreement(s) with neighboring property owner(s) for shared parking.
