Planning and Zoning Referrals

10-25 Town of Durham:  The Town Board is reviewing a Site Plan regarding construction associated with the conversion of the former Stiefel Laboratories from the manufacturing of dermatological pharmaceuticals to the production of oral care products, namely toothpaste.  Production of dermatological pharmaceuticals will be phased out on an end-of-contract basis, ending entirely in 2012.  The conversion of the Oak Hill facility will include construction of new features on the site including two extensions to an existing warehouse, silos for dry raw material and tanks for aqueous raw material storage, realignment of the existing truck access road and construction of a wastewater treatment plant to accommodate full scale oral care products manufacturing.

Staff Recommendation:  Approve

10-26 Town of Cairo:  The Planning Board is reviewing a site plan regarding a two phase retail development on approximately 30.2 acres of land located on the west side of County Route 23B and bounded by County Route 23B, State Route 32 and Simons Road.

The initial phase of the project consists of a 40,000 +/- square foot grocery store with associated parking (228 spaces), accessory structures, access roads, utilities, stormwater management, and landscaping.

The second phase consists of an additional 49,000 square feet of additional retail space with associated increases in parking, utilities, water, septic (etc.).

The application is supplemented by several studies including an environmental assessment, traffic study, stormwater pollution prevention plan, wetland delineation report, endangered species assessment, evaluation of groundwater potential, noise assessment, and archaeological investigation.  Site plan documents submitted include an existing conditions plan, overall site plan, site layout plan, site grading plan, erosion and sediment control plan, overall grading plan, site utility plan, lighting and landscaping plan.
In addition to local approval, the project will need a County Highway Access Permit and permits from NYSDEC SPDES, NYSDOH Water Supply, NYSDOT Route 23 Access, and USACOE.
